On the evening of Wednesday, February 22021,

forty-nine people from across the North of Tyne,
aged between 15 and 87, sat in front of their
computer screens to see each other for the first
time. A month later, after some thirty hours of
discussion, learning, listening, challenging, arguing,
sharing, and deliberating, they produced a set of
thirty recommendations on how to address the

climate emergency in our region.
